TENBY INFORMATION

Address & directions to flats

5 St. Julians Terrace

The Harbour

Tenby
Dyfed
SA70 7BL
Stay on M4 past Cardiff and Swansea to end at junction 49 then on to A48 towards Carmarthen.
Join A40 Westbound to St Clears and then bear left onto A477 towards Tenby.  After passing Kilgetty at roundabout take the A478, signposted to Tenby.

You’ll go over 3 or 4 more roundabouts: Go straight over all of them (following signs to Tenby). After 3 or 4 miles you will drop down a hill with a roundabout at the bottom. Take the 1st exit.

You’ll go straight under a railway bridge.**

Continue for 3/400 yards and then turn left into White Lion Street, just before a pedestrian crossing.  

This is a short road, with the cinema (a yellow building) on your left. At the end, turn right at the mini roundabout.

Continue straight ahead onto High Street and then onto St Julian's Street.  St Julian's Terrace is at the far end of St Julian's Street, on the right.
The building you’re looking for is a blue one. 

It’s the only one in the terrace with a balcony.

During the height of summer they have a one-way system and pedestrianisation scheme between 10am and 5pm.
If this is the case, get to here ** and then instead of turning left, go straight over, past the walled part of the town. Take the 1st right into Upper Park Road. There is a multi storey car park there which costs about £7 for a week. It then takes about 6 or 7 minutes to walk to the flats. (More with your holiday luggage!)
Parking advice: Unload outside flats, then park.  There is a hill that runs along North Beach past the information centre.  You can see the road if you look out of the front door, beyond the harbour.  There is a large car park at the end of this road.

Do not forget, takeover time is 3:00 pm on the Saturday you arrive, vacate by 10:00 am the following Saturday 

Flat Rules

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING: -

THE FLATS ARE ALL NON-SMOKING – NOT EVEN OUT THE WINDOWS.  IT IS ILLEGAL TO SMOKE ANYWHERE IN THE FLATS.
NO PETS ALLOWED.
Friday-Ad employees must accompany any friends and family for the entire duration of the visit to the flats and are responsible for replacing any breakages or notifying any major damage immediately to the caretaker (Jan 01834 813504), phone numbers are also on the notice board within the flats.
Please ensure NO RUBBISH is left in the flats.
Please take your rubbish with you or place in bins out and about in Tenby.
Take own towels and tea towels.

Ensure any items of furniture (including beds) are replaced in original locations.

Barbecue to be left clean.

All cooking utensils and crockery etc removed from flats are to be replaced on leaving and breakages replaced with similar.  Do not leave any washing up including the grill pan.  Please leave fridge switched ON.
Please ensure heating is switched off on vacating the flat.

These rules are necessary to ensure there is a smooth takeover for the next occupants, remember there is only between 10am and 3pm on the Saturday for the caretakers to clean or replace anything broken if not informed beforehand.  Please respect them!!

Tenby Information

Holiday flats on the beach in TENBY, West Wales, available to all Friday-ad employees 

Friday-ad employees have the exclusive use of self contained flats (Basement flat reserved for business use) in Tenby right on the harbour with direct access to the Castle beach with great views front and rear and wonderful sand and surf.  These flats are now available throughout the year for one week bookings. The charge is very low; just enough to cover caretaking, cleaning and laundry.  
Tenby is a magnificent National Park surrounded by striking coastal scenery and golden sandy beaches pounded by the Atlantic surf.  Boat hire and water sports are available next door and the town is full of interesting shops and pubs.  The town is renowned for catering for families.

There are good fishing and boat trips to Caldey Island where the monks manufacture a range of perfumes under strict vows of silence.  Boats also leave regularly for the bird sanctuaries of Skomer and Skokholm.  In October seals are present on the more remote beaches.

Bookings will be on a first come first serve basis.  Although precedence will go to employees with children of school age during the school holidays Bookings can be for one week only.  
Bookings cannot be made more than 6 months in advance.

Bookings only available to employees and their close family members and friends.
Employees must have completed a minimum of 3 months employment at the time of the booking.
Payment must be made at time of booking

Cost only £75.00 per week, payment can be made by way of cheque, credit card, debit card, cash or directly taken from wages.
Long weekends during low season only. Low season usually November to March.
